· State of Florida requires all Owners and Trainers to be licensed prior to making entries. Please advise all of your Owners of this requirement.                                                                                                                          
· Only wash racks shall be used for bathing all horses, including hosing off feet, and any poultice or cleaning any equipment, bandages, saddle towels, etc. Poultice should be cleaned from wash racks so it does not clog up the drains. Drains must be kept clean at all times. 
NEW SHOE RULE FOR THE DIRT SURFACE
Front Shoes:                          

                                                                    NO TOE GRABS ALLOWED
· Except for full outer rims two (2) millimeters or less from the ground surface of the horse-shoe, all other traction devices are prohibited on front shoes during racing.

Hind Shoes:

· Full outer rim shoes up to four (4) millimeters, or a toe grab up to four (4) milliliters are allowed. All other traction devices are prohibited during racing.

· No outer rims shoes higher than 2 mm on the front hooves on the Main Track. 

· Turn down shoes are not permitted on either the main or turf courses.

· Queens Plates and Queens Plates XT are the only shoes allowed on the Turf Course. No shoes with caulks, raised toes, mud nails, or bent shoes will be allowed.

WORKOUT RULES

· A horse that has not raced within the previous 45 days must show an officially recorded workout prior to entry.

· First time starters must have three (3) officially recorded workouts with at least one of the works being from the gate. Also two (2) of those works must be within forty five (45) days of the race date. The starter must approve all entries of first time starters before they can start, and such written approval must be on file with the Racing Secretary at the time of entry.                                                                                                                                                                                  
· Four and five-year-old first time starters must satisfy the requirements above, also one of the works must be observed by an association veterinarian. Blood will be drawn following the work at the owners’ expense and tested as a race day panel and cleared by the testing laboratory before being allowed to enter or start.

· Any horse that has not raced within the previous six (6) months or more must have three (3) officially recorded workouts, one of which must be from the Starting Gate prior to entry. Also two (2) of those works must be within forty five (45) days of the race date. Any horse that has not raced within the past six (6) months shall be permitted to start only upon approval of the Track Veterinarian and Starter.

· Any horse that has not raced in the previous 365 days must fulfill the following requirements before being allowed to enter or start. 

· Must have three (3) officially recorded workouts within sixty (60) days of the race date with at least one of which must be one-half (½)  mile from the starting gate at Tampa Bay Downs in :52 seconds or better and be approved by the starter. Also two (2) of those works must be within forty five (45) days of the race date.
· Gate Work must be observed and approved by an association veterinarian.

· Blood will be drawn following the Gate Work by an association veterinarian at the owners or trainers expense and tested as a Race Day Panel and cleared by the testing laboratory before being allowed to enter or start.   

· Tampa Bay Downs reserves the right to comprehensively test any entered horse that races or
 is stabled at Tampa Bay Downs at any time for prohibited substances as per Florida Statute.  

· The Equicizer will be open free of charge from October 27, 2025 through October 30, 2025.

Notes for all NEW trainers for the 2025-26 Season
Please note that all Tack Room Doors have been replaced with a lock and key system and now will require a $25 Non-Refundable Key Deposit, this non-refundable deposit will be required the day that the rooms are to be occupied and the Security Gate will be the Key Master. Rooms will be opened upon arrival; however, keys will not be distributed until all the parties have been licensed.
Trainers with deposits on account, provided their room from the 2024-25 meet were returned in acceptable condition, will be credited that amount towards their 2025-26 allotment.  Please note if your stall allotment changed, so will your tack room assignments and deposit requirements.
Horsemen are reminded that management requires ALL horsemen entering and running horses at Tampa Bay Downs to have current Worker’s Compensation Insurance on file at the security office.

Valid Insurance Certificate for 2025-26 showing coverage for the State of Florida must be on file 
in the security office by October 27, 2025. The coverage must be in effect through May 15, 
2026 and name Tampa Bay Downs as the Certificate Holder or your stalls will revert back to management.
NEW VACCINE REQUIREMENTS

A current negative Coggins Test must be on file in the Racing Secretary’s Office for all horses stabled and/or competing at Tampa Bay Downs, Inc. All horses must be vaccinated against Equine Herpes Type 1 (EHV-1) between 14 and 180 days prior to arrival.  In addition, Health Certificates shall remain on file at the stable gate. HISA requires that all horses be vaccinated for EEE/WEE/WNV, rabies, and tetanus within the previous 12 months and EIC/EHV within the previous 180 days. Verification of these vaccinations must be submitted to Security upon arrival. Effective date Oct 26, 2022.
